Advanced Placement Contract
2016–2017 Academic Year

All students in AP Classes:  You and your parents should be sure and understand the AP policy and sign in the appropriate space.  Feel free to see your AP teacher, High School Counselor, or Principal with any questions.  

A student will not be considered enrolled in an AP course until this contract has been signed by all parties and returned to the Counseling Office.  All contracts should be returned no later than Friday, June 24, 2016.

By signing this contract, you are agreeing to all of the following expectations and requirements:

Eligibility for Advanced Placement Courses

· Because of the academic rigor of AP courses, students must be of junior or senior standing.

· Each AP course has specific eligibility guidelines including, but not limited to, test scores, class grades, teacher recommendations and more. A student must fulfill all guidelines as outlined by the course teacher in order to be assigned to that AP course (as indicated in previous letter sent home). 

· All AP students must participate in a course orientation meeting for each AP course enrolled in held in June 2016.

· AP classes typically include summer assignments that must be completed prior to the first day of school.  By completing this contract, students agree to complete all required summer assignments as outlined by the AP teacher.  Should students not complete assignments, he/she will be dropped from the course.
· AP students may drop the class through the first five weeks of school.  After the five-week mark, should students wish to drop the course, a W or WF will appear on their high school transcript. 

Grading for Advanced Placement Courses

· AP grades do not receive extra weight for the student’s individual cumulative average.  However, for both honor roll and class rank each AP grade is weighted an additional 5 points.

· AP classes are intentionally more rigorous than regular high school classes.  For most students grades are lower than typically earned in a regular high school class.  Additionally, homework assignments will average one hour of work per night per AP subject.

The AP Exam

· All AP students commit to taking the AP exam offered in May.  Failure to do so will result in a final grade of 0% in the class.  Additionally, each AP exam score will be included on the student's permanent academic record and transcript.

· A student eligible for testing accommodations must submit a separate application for these testing services to the College Board. Advanced Placement exams are nationally standardized tests, therefore there is no guarantee that school-approved accommodations will also be allowed by the College Board.  Please Note: for Advanced Placement tests, only accommodations approved in advance by the College Board will be provided.
· There is a financial cost for AP exams.  Each exam costs $92 per subject for the 2016–2017 academic year and will be updated should the College Board change its fees. Fee reductions may be available for students who qualify for free and reduced lunch.  If you believe you qualify for a fee reduction, additional financial information and documentation will be required before a waiver request can be approved.  Students who do not meet the College Board guidelines for a fee reduction will be held responsible for full payment of all exam fees.

· A deposit of 25% of exam fees will be due by Friday, September 9, 2016.  Final payment for remaining exam fees will be due by Friday, November 18, 2016.

· While AP exams are held in May, students should understand that each Advanced Placement course will continue through the end of June and may include homework assignments, quizzes, tests, and any other assignments or exams identified by the AP teacher.
